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It's Not Over Yet:

For the Moment, There Are
Now Only Two Candidates

As of Saturday, June 7th, it is now official; there are now
only two major-party candidates. Or, perhaps not.

The two current Presidential pre-candidates are Senators
John McCain, a Republican, and Barack Obama, a Democrat.
Both candidates have shown the temperament of a hand-
grenade with a loose pin. With McCain, the problem is well
known; with Obama, the problem of a flakey temperament
is no longer hidden. It is doubtful that either will actually be
nominated. Some people in the back room of politics have
a different idea, people operating from behind the scenes at
a very high level in the circles of world power. McCain and
Obama are political chess-pieces on the board; the fellows
in the back room are chess players who know how a pawn
becomes a queen.

Now, as we speak, the hands of the players are already
moving.

In that case, it is probable, as of now, that the game will be
rigged to hand the election to a Republican candidate who
will probably be selected to replace Senator John McCain.
The Democratic candidate who will be selected to replace
the soon-to-be discredited Obama, will probably be destined
in advance to lose. In that situation, it is not the candidate
who will determine the outcome of the election, or the
program of the next President, it will be the chess-players,
whose policies will not be chosen by either candidate.

There is an alternative, that some other player, a third
factor, tips over the chessboard.

During the coming two months, while these events are

being put into motion, the crisis of the world financial sys-
tem will be accelerating. By the end of July, the world situa-
tion, as also the situation inside the United States, will have
changed radically as we approach the first anniversary of
the late-July 2007 outbreak of the world’s presently acceler-
ating, inflationary, general financial breakdown-crisis.

Whatever you think you know conditions will be, from
the news media or gossip overheard on financial streets,
the present world monetary-financial system is already as
good as finished. Bear-Stearns was given a financial funeral
of sorts; the next big one to go may not be so lucky. Behind
the scenes, it is the issues of this presently accelerating gen-
eral physical-economic breakdown of the world’s present
financial-monetary system, which are on the mind of those
who are the players planning to create a new system.

Neither McCain nor Obama have the qualifications the
chess players consider useful. Come two months from now,
both are likely to be gone. It is not certain that this will
occur, but a smart bettor would not bet much that it won'’t
happen.

To some people, those players to whom I have referred
are feared as virtually all-powerful. T admit that they are
powerful; but, I know that they are not all-powerful.

I am neither all-powerful, obviously, nor am I omniscient,
but I know a lot, and it is my job to share what I know with
you. Together, we have a chance of flanking the present
crisis-situation; it is only a chance, but it is the only thing
worth-while doing.

Por el momento,
solo hay dos candidatos

Ahora, a partir del sdbado 7 de junio, es oficial: s6lo hay dos
candidatos de los partidos grandes. O quizés no.

Los dos precandidatos presidenciales actuales son los
senadores John McCain, republicano, y Barack Obama,
demécrata. Ambos candidatos han mostrado el tempera-
mento de una granada de mano sin espoleta. Con McCain,
el problema es bien conocido; con Obama, la dificultad de
que tiene un temperamento de pocas pulgas ya no es ningin
secreto. Es de dudar que cualquiera de ellos sea nominado
realmente. Alguna gente en la trastienda de la politica tiene
una idea diferente, gente que opera tras bastidores a un
nivel muy alto de los circulos de poder del mundo. McCain
y Obama son piezas del ajedrez politico sobre el tablero; los
tipos de la trastienda son los jugadores que saben cémo un
pedn se convierte en reina.

En estos momentos, mientras hablamos, las manos de los
jugadores ya estdn en movimiento.

En ese caso, es probable, hasta ahora, que el juego se arre-
gle para entregarle la eleccién a un candidato republicano al
que probablemente se escogerda como remplazo del senador
John McCain. Es probable que el candidato demécrata a
seleccionarse para sustituir a Obama—quien no tarda en ser
desacreditado—esté condenado a perder de antemano. En
esa situacion, no es el candidato el que decidira el resultado
de la eleccién o el programa del préximo presidente; seran
los jugadores de ajedrez, cuyas politicas no seran escogidas

por ninguno de los candidatos.

Hay una alternativa: que algin otro jugador, un tercer
factor, voltee el tablero.

En los préximos dos meses, en lo que estos aconteci-
mientos se ponen en marcha, la crisis del sistema financiero
mundial acelerara. Para fines de julio, la situacién mundial,
asi como también la que impera dentro de Estados Unidos,
habra cambiado radicalmente, conforme nos acercamos al
primer aniversario del estallido de la crisis mundial de des-
integracion financiera general inflacionaria de fines de julio
de 2007, que ahora acelera.

Cualesquiera que creas saber seran las condiciones, por
los medios noticiosos o los chismes que se escuchen en la
calle de las finanzas, el actual sistema monetario-financiero
mundial est4 practicamente acabado. A Bear Stearns le die-
ron un funeral financiero de pacotilla; el siguiente grande
en irse tal vez no tenga tanta suerte. Tras bastidores, lo que
esta en la mente de esos jugadores que urden la creacién de
un nuevo sistema son los problemas de esta desintegracién
general fisico-econémica del actual sistema monetario-
mundial que ahora arrecia.

Ni McCain ni Obama tienen las cualidades que los juga-
dores de ajedrez consideran ttiles. Dentro de dos meses, es
probable que ambos se hayan ido. No es seguro que esto
ocurrira, pero un apostador inteligente no apostaria mucho
a que no sucedera.
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
